Morning tea

‘Unpacking’ the annotated materials

(This activity is best done in groups.)

Vision - How does this material help to develop students who are confident, connected, actively involved, life long learners? (NZC reference page 8.)

The values – How are the values encouraged, modelled and explored throughout this material? (NZC reference page 10.)
Key competencies – How is the development of the key competencies encouraged and monitored through this material? (NZC reference pp. 12 - 13.)

Principles – How do the NZC principles inform the planning and/or review of this material? (NZC reference page 9.)

Effective pedagogy – Discuss those teacher actions (effective pedagogies) that would effectively promote student learning in this material. (NZC reference pp. 34 - 36.)

Learning areas – How does this material reflect the ‘big ideas’ of this learning area, as reflected in the learning area statement? (NZC reference pp. 16 – 32.)

Focusing question:

Reflect on what you have learned during this process of examining this resource.

Discuss possible next steps.

Teachers working on own materials

Teachers should work in groups to reflect and adapt the materials they have brought with them. This could be done using:

· Similar process to the annotated sample unit

· Using the attached templates as a guide

· Using some other process negotiated with the group

Wrap Up/Farewells


	· provide or arrange an appropriate welcome

· facilitator introduces themselves

· toilets & emergency exits

· location of staffroom

· times for breaks, finish etc.
Consider how teachers are grouped (eg, mixed or in departments, etc) and the type of introductions. These introductions might be no more than 5 minutes but it is important that people know the others at their table/group.
Acknowledge the challenges

· a range of school and teacher experiences

· a range of understanding of NZC

· the ‘one-off’ nature of this day – can’t cover everything

· there is no one right way

· every one of us is on a journey to learn

· we can’t supply a “standard model”
· other initiatives will inform this process (e.g. standards alignment, teaching & learning guidelines etc.)
· a challenge is taking the time to reflect
· assumption made that some engagement with NZC has already occurred at school
Facilitators might ask participants to generate, in small groups, these types of challenges. (e.g. think/pair/share).
Why do we have a new curriculum?

Our curriculum change process is based on evidence e.g. BES Effective T & L for Diverse Learners; Ka Hikitia; Pasifika Education Plan; OECD research; Curriculum Stocktake etc.

At this point it might be useful to engage teachers to share what professional learning and what changes they are making or planning to make (e.g. in their departments).

Suggestions for grouping

e.g. participants could break into 6 groups (one for each of vision, values, KCs, principles, effective pedagogy and learning area statement) to consider the questions.

Questions

Use the 6 questions at left to generate discussion within the groups. The facilitator may arrange some form of report back.

Some Possible Wider Questions

Consider these possible wider questions for engaging with the sample materials:

· what is it that the students learn in this material?

· what else could be added to these materials to reflect other aspects of the NZC?
