	We will study Jean Pierre Jeunet as a film maker and the stylistic features of his films.  We will begin our study by taking a close look at a selection of his films to produce a variety of readings.  Films we will study include a selection of – Amelie, A Very Long Engagement, Delicatessen, City of Lost Children and Alien Resurrection.

Assessment:

90600 – Explain how meaning is created in media texts.


	1) How does this fit with the essence statement for Media Studies?

· It is about exploring understanding and enjoying films as a media product.  Will our students enjoy these films?  How do we know? 

· Should we select other films?  Are the students to be involved in the selection?

· They are subtitled and a different culture…will this be a problem/barrier? Have I chosen Jeunet just because I like him or because his work provides clear examples of media techniques?  These films provide a challenge but that allows them to analyse.  Allows them to access films that they do not know and gives them the confidence to continue with these films in the future (life long learners).

· This is about critical analysis of images and allows them to analyse how  these films are constructed –production techniques and director’s style and also allows  to examine the societal contexts within the readings

· They may be able to use the ideas about how elements are used in their own productions and by critiquing other’s work they can critique their own
