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How to work with this resource:

Teachers will need access to the Media Studies teaching and learning guidelines available at http://secondary.tki.org.nz/media_studies and a copy of the New Zealand Curriculum, downloadable from http://nzcurriculum.tki.org.nz/.
The Facilitator uses the ‘Questions to interrogate unit’ (see below) and the original unit plan (provided) to work through the original director study unit ‘The world according to Jeunet’.  

The idea is to get teachers to use these questions with the original unit, where space has been provided for teachers to consider their own ideas before they look at what we have written (see full resource).  This helps teachers familiarise themselves with the new Teaching and Learning guidelines while co-operatively re-working the unit together.

Please encourage members of your group to post some of their ideas on the forum space in the media studies TKI private community so we can share ideas nationally.

They could then go to the ‘Learning Programme Design’ section of the Media Studies teaching and learning guidelines and use this to support them re-working their own Media Studies programmes or a particular unit.   
Questions to interrogate unit

Each of the blue underlined phrases links to a section of the Teaching Learning Guidelines for Media Studies found at http://secondary.tki.org.nz/media_studies.   These guidelines provide you with a Media Studies perspective of the New Zealand Curriculum.  You will need to check these out to give guidance to the teachers.   If you cannot make a direct link to the site through the internet then you will need to download and print off the pages so that the teachers can access them during your facilitation.
Use each question to discuss the unit, linking to the appropriate section of the Teaching Learning Guidelines for Media Studies, where the link has been given.  

Questions to interrogate the unit

1. How does this fit with the essence statement for Media Studies?
2. What are the big ideas that this unit is about? What is important? What concepts are important?
3. How does this link to the Principles, Values and Key Competencies?
4. How do these fit with the AOs of the Media Studies Teaching and Learning Guidelines?
5. Where is the place of the Achievement Standard in a unit plan?
6. What other things could we include to make it clearer what the learning is about and how we are going to do it? (consider Len Mastermans 18 principles of Media Literacy)
7. How well do these activities now reflect our reworked unit plan?
8. Any other considerations?
