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This resource has been offered to PPTA, to share with teachers throughout the country.   It was developed to supplement resources prepared for the Curriculum Support Day workshops for ESOL teachers, and for the use of mainstream teachers with students for whom English is not their first language.   

The resource lists seven principles to enable students to make progress in your subject while they are learning English. 

Making Language and Learning Work

Integrating Language and Learning
Principles:

Principle 1: Know the learner.  Find out about their language and schooling backgrounds and their prior knowledge, use approaches that build on prior knowledge

Principle 2: Identify learning outcomes, including the language demands of the topic, ensure learners know the content and language learning outcomes, identify the language students need to complete the task

Principle 3: Maintain and make explicit the same learning outcomes for all learners, make the lesson comprehensible to all learners, plan learning tasks so all learners are actively involved, provide language support as needed 
Principle 4: Make the abstract concrete, begin with context-embedded tasks which make the abstract concrete, setting the learning context, linking learning to real life

Principle 5: Recycle language, provide multiple opportunities for authentic language use with a focus on learners using academic language, focus on oral language before reading and writing, giving learners many opportunities to notice and use new language, use tasks that involve listening, speaking, reading and writing

Principle 6: Ensure a balance between receptive and productive language
Principle 7: Encourage self-evaluation, provide opportunities for monitoring and self-evaluation, monitor student learning, provide opportunities for reflection and evaluation
Incorporating these seven principles into your planning will help your students make academic progress in your curriculum area while they are learning English.
Resources:

Making Language and Learning Work 1 and 2 are two excellent MOE DVDs which show teachers using classroom strategies exemplifying these principles in secondary mathematics, science, English and social sciences.

The principles are exemplified on ESOL Online within a Level 5-6 Chemistry unit and a Level 4-5 Maths unit on measurement but are relevant to all curriculum areas.
