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This resource has been offered to PPTA, to share with teachers throughout the country.   It was developed as a result of work done at a Curriculum Support Day workshop.   

The group of French teachers at the South Auckland CSD developed this resource, working together in the months since the CSD.   It re-works the popular topic ‘Les Jeunes’ (young people) commonly taught at Year 12 level.   Sometimes this unit is called Relationships or Teenage Problems or similar.   
The group has used the English Unit Planning Template provided at the Curriculum Support Days as a framework, and built a unit around that.   This makes the links to different aspects of the curriculum really clear.
